In 2004, Skelta came out with its Workflow.NET, which is the world's first embeddable .NET
workflow engine based on the Microsoft .NET framework. Skelta Workflow .NET 2004 has been
designed for use by both software developers and business users. It was conceptualized to
address a glaring lacuna in the development space of the workflow software applications
segmentd the absence of easy-to-integrate workflow -specific embeddable tools available to a
developer in order to workflow -enable applications or products. Skelta Workflow.NET is a web -
based embeddable workflow engine for developers, written completely in C# and SOAP
wrapped for platform independence. It can also be effectively used by Technical Business
Managers and Administrators of Management Information Systems of a business to design, track
and manage workflows.

In 2006, Skelta released its BPM.NET product. Gode-named 'Mars' features high-end BPM
functional ity for Human Workflow Services, support for multiple channels and forms for task
delivery and execution, advanced calendar options, a revamped process designer with a Visio
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like look and feel, extensive BAM capabilities, advance queue support with out of the box and
user configurable dispatch patterns, closer integration with Microsoft Office and many new
usability features.

Building on the strong foundation set by its predecessor, 2007 saw the release of Skelta
BPM.NET 2007%hat provides the user with a rich set of features to make enterprise business

process management a collaborative effort between Business Managers, Analysts and
Developers. This edition enables users to centrally manage the different processes by

introduc ing several innovative concept s such as the Skelta Enterprise Portal and Skelta Central
Configuration for integrated process management and administration.

The Skelta Lists act as a central storage component, facilitating information exchan ge between
all the layers. It is a place w here the application -level data can be stored, facilitating report
generation. The Ul follows native Forms-driven processes, where native forms c an be created
by business users, and then be used to initiate workflows . The forms are XML-based, with
capabilities for validation. These forms can then be used to link the workflows, which are
designed using intuitive design tools. The platform offers comprehensive enterprise-level
security for all the layers . It has a new range of adapters for quick out -of-the-box integration &
like File System event adapter, Native Biz Talk adapter, and SAP Adapter. In addition, Skelta
Object Access Layer (SOA)0 that allows reusability of objects and Just in Time activation of
objects in processes - is also present. The SAP Adager, built on top of Microsoft LOB Adapter,
integrates with any module of SAP using RFCs.

Since the forms are process -driven, they can be reused at different stages, once they are
built.

Business Scenario

Telematics Administration department has the details of all its employees. The employee details stored in the employee list is classified based
on different factors - salary ranges of employees, designation of the employee, etc. The administrator is having the need to generate various
report s dlike list of employees in the salary range 6 -8 lacs per annum, list of employees who have a designation of Team Lead and above, etc.

Skelta Lists offers the administrator a central repository for storing forms data. The administrator can create diffe rent kind of lists, based on
the forms. The lists can have a physical table that can be used as a container. Using this, various kinds of reports can be g enerated.

For example, a leave report of a particular employee can be generated by associating the le ave details to a leave form approval process.

The Forms and Lists features add value to the users, in terms of seamless experience, shortened cycle times, and enhanced vis ibility.
